The programme began with the welcome note delivered by the principal Dr. Deepu.P. Prof K.B
Vasudeva introduced the guest. This programme was inaugurated by Hon'ble Justice S.R
Bannurmath,

Delivering the inaugural address he said, although the concept of human rights is
abstract, how it is applied has a direct and enormous impact on daily life worldwide. Millions
have suffered crimes against humanity. The horrors created by the Second World War lead to the
creation of the adoption of the Universal Declaration of Human rights. Even though the concept
of human rights existed from time immemorial yet, it was for the first time that the global
community acknowledged the importance of the same, on a unanimous note. Multinational
Corporations (MNCs) are the pioneers in the present market oriented corporate world.
Muitinational corporations have spread all through the world for commercial and trade aspects,
Multinational corporations are particularly helpful for the financial growth and the international
trade of the entire world. These multinational corporations help underdeveloped countries which
endure with absence of job openings and utilization of goods and services which are rare to find
m their ternitories, as multinational corporations have found paradises to form their auxiliaries in
underdeveloped countries. Despite the benefits which host countries can gain from multinational
corporations, these multinational corporations have been ill- famed for their corruptions and
crimes which they commit behind the curtains or sometimes even in the public. Some of the
activities which are carried out by these multinational corporations are illegal and make
tremendous harms to the general public and to the society as a whole. Multinational corporations
commit corporate crimes or illegal activities in different ways. Environmental pollution,
financial crimes such as tax evasion, bribery, corruption, violation of human rights are few of
them. Human rights are paramount for all humans and violating these rights is illegal. Despite
the fact that many international and national laws exist to protect human rights, multinational

corporations are reported to be violating human rights in the temitories in which they have
created their corporate environment.

It is a fact that MNCs have become the biggest players in world trade reaching such a level that
many of them have budgets that exceed some nations' GDPs. As a consequence, the power of
individual nation states to establish and control the rules of the econamic system is fading. both
in the industrialized world and among developing countries. Problems arise when the host
countries have no capacity to apply their own national laws to the MNCs acting on their
territories or when home countries are not willing to regulate or limit the activities or the MNCs
under their jurisdiction. A first approach could suggest that International Human Rights Treaties
and Instruments along with local legal systems should be enough to regulate business activity.
But the real situation is that MNCs are in a position to effectively escape from both, international
and national legislation. That is so because International Human Rights Treaties were created to
be applied mainly to states and, as a consequence, the subsequent legal development of those
instruments was mainly made neglecting MNCs as legal actors. We must keep in mind that the
legal construction of the Human Rights doctrine was made right after the end of the Second
World War, when MNCs was a phenomenon still unknown. n this context, the importance to
develop mechanisms of control over the MNCs is, obviously, a huge and urgent task. Paul
Johnson in his famous book “History of American people” says that " slavery in New Avatar”
which MNC's are doing by violating Human rights. After the Industrial revolution the rate of
change excels every decade, the younger generations witness 20thousand years change in just
100 years. These MNCS are drastically reducing the demand of human labour through artificial
intelligence, only Brain and voice is enough for human beings in the present era. The human
rights commission setup in India is given with very limited power that it can inquire into the
human rights violation made by the public servants only.
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achievement for all peoples and all nations, to the end that governments, other organs of society,
and individuals shall strive by teaching and mﬁmmmmlfnrhum nghts and
freedoms and by progressive messures to secure their universal and effective recognition and
observance. Recognizing that even though States have the primary responsibility to promote and
protect human rights, transnational corporations and other business enlerprises, as organs of

society, are also responsible for promoting and securing the human nghts set forth in the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

Uniform civil
code is imbibed in constitution itself The central government too had constituted several
commissions 1o study and report on the implementation of UCC. Some of the commissions have
cven recommended implementing UCC may create religious tension. But without having proper
discussion on its impact such recommendations doesn't hold good. While discussing on UCC we
have to focus upon religious, sociological, political, legal and constitutional impact on the
society.

India was ruled by Moghuls for over 800 years and for 200 years British ruled us. In this regard
we cannot concisely look into the Indian history. It is broader and contains more detail.
Religious freedoms are the power of the constitution. Under Muslim law women are more
exploited and face more problems. In this regard implementing UCC is a solution for the
problem. The social evil s like sathi system, devadasi system was prohibited because of the
implementing of suitable laws for its eradication. Thus, now considering the plight of Muslim
women, through implementing UCC we can prohibit the problems faced by Muslim women in
our country and this is my hope on the implementation of UCC.

Students posed some questions on the impact of UCC on society. Justice N Kumar patently
answered their question, This programme was presided over by Sri Gundappagowda, Hon’ble
president, VV Sanga®, Er. P Vishwanath, Secretary, VV Sangha®, Sri Shrishylramannavar,

On 15™ June 2024 Sri K.Puttaswamy Memorial Endowment lecture Series 5 was organized.
The programme was inaugurated and special lecture on Constitutional values was delivered
by Hon’ble Justice Sri Billappa, Former Judge, High Court of Karnataka. Delivering the
inaugural address he said sun, moon, rain, wind, everything is in the hands of nature.

Man used to make them
impossible for those who did not belong to him. The Constitution of India which begins with
"*We the citizens of India" upholds human dignity.

While addressing the students in a special lecture on "' Constitutional Values" he said In India,
Matyava Granth does not give as much emphasis on individuai freedom, individual dignity
and human rights as the Constitution of India does. In the pre-independence and post-
independence days, the conditions of women in India were very deplorable. Discrimination
everywhere was a daily grind for Indian women. The Constitution of India has eliminated

such a dire situation. Justice Billappa opined that it was because of the Constitutio

that the central state governments formulated and implemented many developmen

for the protection and self-respect of women in political, religious, cultural, educational,

social, economic, employment, etc.

Further he said, India has set an example for many countries in providing religious freedom
to women. Young lawyers who come to the iegal profession should not be limited to making
money but should live in such a way that human values and public concerns can be seen in
both their career trends. It is everyone's responsibility to protect the dignity of the individual,
social dignity and the dignity of the country.

Gundappa Gowda, president of the Vidyavardhaka Sangha, who presided over the
programme, said, “It is indeed a matter of pride that this generation of youth is interested in
studying law. Students who were emphasizing on medical and engineering studies

Ladies and Gentlemen,

At the outset, my humble pranams to the great visionary late Sri
K.Puttaswamy, who was a great lawyer, educationist, politician, and a true
Gandhian. My sincere pranams to all those who are present here. Late Sri
K.Puttaswamy was the founder of VidyaVardhaka Sangha, Mysore. He was
also the founder of Law college and its principal. This happy occasion
provides an opportunity to remember late Sri K.Puttaswamy and his
contribution to the society.

It is indeed a rare privilege to deliver this memorial lecture on the
topic ‘constitutional values’.

The Indian constitution is a sacred document. It thinks about the
welfare of all the people of India. It begins with the words ‘We the people of
India’. It is the people of India, who have solemnly declared to constitute
 India into sovereign, socialistic, Secular, Democratic, Republic. The people
of India have assured the citizens of India, social, economic and political
justice. Further, they have assured liberty of thought, expression, belief,
faith and worship. Equality of status and opportunity is also assured.
Further, it is also assured that fraternity assuring dignity of individual and
unity and integrity of the nation. All this is spelt out in the preamble to the
constitution of India. Preamble is the key to open the mind of the makers.

Let us briefly understand the meaning of some of the expressions
mentioned in the preamble to the constitution of India.

SOVEREIGN:- Sovereign means having complete political freedom and
being the supreme authority. It is free to determine itself without any
external interference and nobody is there within to challenge its authority.

SOCIALISM:- Social and economic inequalities are inherent in Indian
traditional society. Therefore, socialism has been made a constitutional
value aimed at promoting social change and transformation to end all
forms of inequalities.

SECULARISM:- India is a home to almost all major religions in the
world. In the context of plurality, secularism is seen as a great
constitutional value. In the Indian context secularism means respect for all
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religions and the country is not guided by any one religion or religious
considerations.
Dictionary meaning of secularism is:-

A system of social organisation which keeps out all forms of religion.

New Webster’s dictionary put it as the view that public education and
other matters of civil policy should be conducted without the introduction
of a religion element.

In India a secular state was never considered as an irreligious or
atheistic state. It only means that in the matter of state affairs religion has
no role to play.

DEMOCRACY:- The preamble reflects democracy as a value. The
Government derives its authority from the will of the people. The people
elect their representatives and they remain accountable to the people.

REPUBLIC:- The head of the nation is elected and not selected on the
basis of heredity.

JUSTICE:- Justice means justice-social, economic and political. Even now
we find that social, economic, and political justice is denied to many.

EQUALITY:- Equality is a significant constitutional value. The
Constitution ensures equality of status and opportunity to every citizen for
the development of the best in him or her.

LIBERTY:- Liberty is assured to all. Liberty means Liberty of thought,
expression, belief, faith and worship.

FRATERNITY:- Fraternity means common brotherhood among all
the people of India. In the absence of fraternity, a plural society like India
stands divided. Without individual dignity democracy cannot function.

Unity and integrity of the nation:- To maintain the independence of
the country intact, the unity and integrity of the nation are very essential.

FUNDAMENTAL RIGHTS

The Indian constitution guarantees fundamental rights to its people.
They cannot be waived. Any law which violates fundamental rights is
unconstitutional. The state shall not discriminate against citizens on the
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basis of religion, race, caste, sex, and place of birth. Further, all the
citizens can enter shops, hotels, public restaurants, and places of public
entertainment. Citizens should not be discriminated from using wells,
tanks, bathing Ghats, roads and places of public resort maintained wholly
or partly out of state funds or dedicated to the use of general public

It is permissible under the constitution to make special provisions for
the Women, Children, socially and educationally backward class of
citizens. Except minority educational institutions, special provisions can be
made by the State for admission to educational institutions whether aided
or unaided.

Article 17 of the Indian constitution clearly states that untouchability
is abolished. It is such an important article that practicing untouchability
in any form is an offence. In Spite of this constitutional assurance, some
people are still practicing untouchability. They have not realized that
untouchability is abolished by the constitution. We must respect
constitution and its principles. In fact, it is one of our fundamental duties
to respect the constitution. We need to educate our people regarding this.

The Indian constitution provides for freedom of speech and
expression, to form association, to assemble peacefully, to move freely
throughout the territory of India, to reside and settle in any part of India,
to practice any profession or to carry on any occupation, trade or business.
In a free country like ours, the right to practice any profession or carry on
any occupation, trade or business is really a great opportunity provided by
the constitution. This clearly shows that the main object of the constitution
is full growth of all the people. It is clear that the constitution provides for
all round development of all citizens.

Further, it is relevant to note that a person cannot be prosecuted and
punished more than once for the same offence and also cannot be
compelled to be a witness against himself.

The Indian constitution gives utmost importance for life and liberty.
Article 21 of the Indian constitution provides that life and liberty cannot be
taken away except in accordance with the procedure established by law.
Article 21 has been given the widest possible interpretation by the Hon’ble
‘Supreme Court. Constitutional values are the fundamental principles and
beliefs embedded in a country’s constitution that guide its legal and
political system. These values serve as the foundation for the governance of
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equitable society. Further, provide economic justice and avoid
concentration of wealth in the hands of a few people.

It is the paramount duty of the state that natural wealth of the
country should be distributed amongst all the citizens. It is also the duty of
the state to see that natural wealth or any other wealth is not concentrated
only in a few hands.

Further, the constitution provides for equal wages for equal work.
State should not discriminate on the grounds of sex or any other thing.

It is the duty of the state that it should take care of the health of all.
State should facilitate that all children grow up in a healthy atmosphere.

Further, the state should give importance to local self governments
like Grama Panchayath etc. State should help the needy like old age
persons, weaker sections of the society, unemployed persons. It is the duty
of the state to see that all citizens live a respectable life. State should
venture for uniform law for all. State should see the children are taken care
of.

The state should make sincere efforts to see that SC, ST and
backward class of citizens get education and economic progress. Social
injustice should always be prevented. State should give full attention to
protect the environment and to improve it. It is also the duty of the State to
protect the monuments and to have good relationships with other
countries.

Article 39(e) the constitution provides that the state shall direct its
policy towards securing that the tender age of the children are not abused
and the citizens are not forced by way of economic necessity to avocation
unsuited to their age or strength.

Article 39(f) of the Indian constitution casts a duty on the state to
declare that children are given opportunities and facilities to develop in a
healthy manner and in conditions of freedom and dignity and that
Childhood and Youth are protected against exploitation and against moral
and material abandonment.

Article 45 provides that the state shall endeavour to provide early
childhood care and education for all children until they complete the age of
6 years. In Article 51A of the constitution it is provided that parents and
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guardians shall provide opportunities for education to the child or ward
between 6 and 14 years. It is clear from the above, the importance given to
education.

Article 47 provides that it is the duty of the State to raise the level of
nutrition and the standard of living and to improve public health.

FUNDAMETAL DUTIES

The Constitution also provides for fundamental duties. They are a set
of moral and ethical obligations which are not justiciable. They foster a
sense of responsibility, patriotism, and social cohesion among citizens.
Normally, a person cares for his rights and does not think of his duties. We
need to perform our fundamental duties also. Every citizen shall respect
the constitution, national anthem, National flag. As citizens, it is our duty
to cherish and follow noble ideals which inspired our national struggle for
freedom. We need to dedicate ourselves to achieve national unity and
integrity. We must cultivate the habit of recognizing fellow citizens as our
brothers and sisters. We have a rich cultural heritage and it is our duty to
preserve the same. We must also see that the environment is protected and
improved. We must develop a scientific temper. It is the duty of every
parent or guardian to see that their child or ward is well educated.

It is clear from the above circumstances that the constitution wants
all round development of all citizens and they are happy. The aim of the
constitution is the well being of all. We can achieve this constitutional goal
by exercising our fundamental rights, performing our fundamental duties,
and state discharging its obligations as enshrined in the directive
principles. It is therefore necessary that all citizens must know the
constitutional principles. Unless we know the constitutional principles, our
fundamental rights and fundamental duties, it is difficult to achieve the
constitutional goals. The ultimate purpose of the constitution is the
happiness of all. It can be achieved only by the collective efforts of all.

Some decisions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court and its role

In Vishaka V/s State of Rajasthan (1997) 6 SCC 241 Hon'ble
Supreme Court has held that working women have a right to work with
dignity and safe from sexual harassment. The decision speaks of gender
equality.

In Unnikrishnan V/s State of Andhra Pradesh (1993) 1 SCC 645
Hon’ble Apex Court has held that right to education is implicit in Article
21. Article 21 is interpreted to cover a wide range of issues. Article 21
includes life with human dignity, also includes components of the right to
live like right to food, water, decent environment, education, medical care
and shelter.

Further, includes the right to free legal aid to poor and indigent
accused who are incapable of engaging the lawyers. Handcuffing and
parading of under trial prisoners violates Article 21.

Speedy trial is an essential ingredient of reasonable, fair, just
procedure guaranteed under Article 21.

In D.K. Basu V/s State of W.B. (1997) 1 SCC 416 Hon’ble Apex Court
has held that custodial violence like torture, rape, death in police custody
/ lock up infringes Article 21 as well as basic human rights and strikes a
blow at rule of law.

In Mohini Jain’s case (1992) 3 SCC 666 Hon’ble Supreme Court has
held that right to education is implicit in Article 21.

In Kartar Singh V/s State of Punjab (1994) 3 SCC 569, Kadra
Pahadiya V/s State of Bihar (1983) 2 SCC 104 Hon’ble Supreme Court
while considering Article 21 and 32 of the Indian constitution has held that
prisoners languishing in jail for long time are entitled to approach the
Supreme Court under Article 32.

In Kesavananda Bharati V/s State of Kerala (1973) 4 SCC 225 case
the Hon’ble Supreme Court has held that the power of the Parliament to
amend the constitution was not unlimited and that there were certain
‘basic features’ of the constitution that could not be amended.

In M.C. Mehta V/s Kamal Nath, the Hon’ble Supreme Court has held
that the state as a trustee of all natural resources was under legal duty to
protect them, and that the resources were meant for public use and could
not be transferred to private ownership.

In Sunil Batra V/s Delhi administration 1978 Cri LJ1741 (SCC) the
petitioner Sunil Batra was given standing as a member of a class, that of
prisoners, who were being lodged in inhuman conditions. In this case the
court broadened the scope of habeas corpus by making it available to a
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prisoner, not only for seeking his liberty, but also for the enforcement of
the constitutional right to which he was lawfully entitled even in
confinement.

In Maneka Gandhi V/s Union of India AIR 1978 SC 597 the Hon’ble
Supreme Court stated that the amount of personal liberty protected by
Article 21 of the Indian constitution, no person shall be deprived of his life
or personal liberty except according to procedure established by law is wide
and comprehensive. It embraces both substantive right to personal liberty
and procedure prescribed for their deprivation.

Article 17 signifies the vision of the founding fathers of the constitution of
liberating society from blind adherence to traditional superstitions beliefs
bereft of reason and rational basis N.Adithyan V/s Travancore Dewasam
Board (2002) 8 SCC 106.

Right to equality is recognized as one of the basic features of the
constitution, Indra Sawhney V/s Union of India (2000) 1 SCC 168.

The concept of independence of the Judiciary is a basic feature of the
constitution, a noble concept which inspires the constitutional scheme and
constitutes the foundation on which rests the edifice of our democratic
polity. If there is one principle, which runs through the entire fabric of the
constitution, it is the principle of the rule of law and under the
constitution, it is the Judiciary which is entrusted with the task of keeping
every organ of the state with the units of law and thereby making the rule
of law meaningful and effective. S.P. Gupta V/s Union of India 1981 Supp
SEC BT,

The Judiciary has played a very important role in the implementation
of the fundamental rights. But, the judiciary alone cannot achieve the
constitutional goals. There is a need to create awareness amongst the
citizens about the fundamental rights and the importance of growing as
responsible and productive citizens. The First Prime Minister of India
rightly said, “Children, I think all over India have the first claim on us,
because they represent the India of tomorrow”.

Legal aid is not a charity but a constitutional obligation of the state
and as such all legal functionaries need to strive and ensure that this
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constitutional pledge is fulfilled in its letter and spirit. We must aim to
ensure equal justice for all.

In Maneka Gandhi’s case the Hon’ble court has observed that
fundamental rights weave together a pattern of human right guarantees
and that they are not mutually exclusive and distinct.

CONCLUSION

Preamble is an integral part of the constitution. It contains ideals
that the constitution seeks to achieve.

Fundamental rights are essential for all round development namely
material, intellectual, moral and spiritual. Fundamental rights are basic
human freedoms for proper and harmonious development of personality
and life. They are enforceable by courts.

In Keshavananda Bharati’s case it was held by the Apex Court,
Fundamental rights can be amended by the Parliament, however, such
amendment should not contravene the basic structure of the constitution.

The directive principles of State policy provided in the constitution
have been used as fundamental principles of governance tempered by the
fundamental rights. After all, the purpose of fundamental rights on the one
hand and the directive principles on the other is common and that is to
provide for an environment that can ensure dignified growth and
development of each individual as a useful human being.

Directive principles of state policy lay down that the State shall strive
to promote the welfare of people by security and protection as effectively as
it may, a social order, in which social, economic and political justice shall
form in all institutions of national life.

Fundamental duties guide the behavior and conduct of citizens and
serve as a moral compass for shaping a responsible and law abiding
society. They guide the citizens towards responsible citizenship, they
contribute to the collective well-being and progress of the nation.

For evil to triumph all it requires is for good men to do nothing. The
constitutional promise of securing to all its citizens justice social, economic
and political as promised in the preamble of the constitution cannot be
realized unless the three organs of state i.e., legislature, executive and
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judiciary join together to find ways and means for providing to the Indian
citizens equal access to its justice system.

In recent times we are hearing that justice is delayed. It is said that
justice delayed is justice denied. It is opt to quote Mahatma Gandhiji and
Abraham Lincon before ending this lecture.

Gandhiji said “I realized that the true function of the lawyer was to
unite the parties. The lesson was so indelibly burnt into that the large part
of my time during the 20 years of my practice as a lawyer was occupied in
bringing about private compromises of hundreds of cases. I lost nothing
thereby, not even money, certainly not my soul”.

Abraham Lincon said “Discourage litigation. Persuade your
neighbours to compromise whenever you can. Point out to them how the
nominal winner is often a real loser, in fees, expense, and waste of time”.
