Constitution Day also known as ‘Samvidhan Divas’, is celebrated in our 

country on 26 th November every year to commemorate the adoption of the 

Constitution of India. On 26 th November 1949, the Constituent Assembly of 

India adopted the Constitution of India, which came into effect from 26th 

January 1950. The Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment on 19th 

November 2015 notified the decision of Government of India to celebrate the 26 

th day of November every year as ‘Constitution Day’ to promote Constitution 

values among citizens.  

The Constitution of India was framed by a Constituent Assembly set up 

under the Cabinet Mission Plan of 1946. The Assembly held its first meeting on 

December 9, 1946, and elected Dr. Sachhidanand Sinha, the oldest member of 

the Assembly as the Provisional President. On December 11, 1946, the 

Assembly elected Dr Rajendra Prasad as its permanent Chairman.
