According to this law, everybody, including individuals, a 

firm, a Hindu undivided family and a company, have the right to exercise their consumer 



rights for the purchase of goods and services made by them. It is significant that, as 

consumer, one knows the basic rights as well as about the courts and procedures that follow 

with the infringement of one’s rights. 

 

The chief guest Asha Sing explained about ‘right to be protected against marketing of 

goods and services which are hazardous to life and property’. It is applicable to specific areas 

like healthcare, pharmaceuticals and food processing, this right is spread across the domain 

having a serious effect on the health of the consumer so their wellbeing viz. Automobiles, 

Housing, Domestic Appliances, Travel etc. When there is violation of the right then there 

occur medical malpractice lawsuits in the country. It is estimated every year that thousands or 

millions of citizens of India are killed or seriously injured by immoral practices by doctors, 

hospitals, pharmacies and the automobile industry. Still the government of India, known for 

its callousness, does not succeed in acknowledging this fact or making a feeble effort for 

maintaining statistics of the mishaps. The Government of India needs to have world class 

product testing facilities to test drugs, food, cars or any other consumable product that can 

prove to be a menace to life.
